











distances to watercourses and wetlands in order to avoid the impacts to water resources.

Section 1.5 Specific Recommendations

4. Sections 1.5 and 2.5 both include recommendations for site locations in Phases I and II of
the plan and mentions up to nine (9) new towers yet lists eight (8) potential site locations
in several sections of the document. These sections should be more consistent. For
example, Section 2.5 gives more possible site locations and includes additional areas that
are not listed in section 1.5. The number of towers to be erected in each phase is also
unclear. This information should be clarified. Further, the recommendation on page 16 to
develop two sites along Farmers Mill Road is inconsistent with the recommendation on
page 17 that only one of the two sites along Farmers Mill Road be developed. The plan
should clarify whether one or two sites will be developed in this area.

Section 1.6 Development Process

5. Please be advised that pursuant to Section 18-39(a)(11) of the Rules and Regulations for
the Protection from Contamination, Degradation and Pollution of the New York City
Water Supply and Its Sources (Watershed Regulations), the creation of an impervious
surface in the East of Hudson (EOH) watershed within a Designated Main Street Area
requires that a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan be submitted to DEP for approval.
Based upon the review the site specific locations identified in Section 2.5, the following
parcels are located in the EOH Designated Main Streets:

22.-1-23.1

22.-1-23.3

22.-1-23.2 (16 Ray Singer Court)
22.-1-30 (885 Route 52)
33.18-1-14 (387 Route 52)

6. From the information provided, DEP identified certain possible prohibitions and
regulatory involvement that may apply based on the proximity to potential watercourses
and NYSDEC regulated wetlands on several sites listed in the DGEIS. Pursuant to
Section 18-39(a)(1) of the Rules and Regulations for the Protection from Contamination,
Degradation and Pollution of the New York City Water Supply and Its Sources
(Watershed Regulations), new impervious surfaces are prohibited within 100 feet of
watercourses. DEP has not visited the proposed site location(s) and it is not known if the
wetlands at several of the proposed sites include a watercourse as defined in the
Watershed Regulations; therefore, a watercourse delineation must be conducted by DEP.
As such, DEP recommends that a site walk be performed as soon as possible to determine
the extent of the agency’s regulatory involvement. To make arrangements, the applicant’s
engineer and/or representative may contact Mariyam Zachariah at (914)742-2014.

7. As identified in the DGEIS, due to the presence of watercourses and/or wetlands on

certain proposed parcels, this overall plan may have water quality impacts as a result of
promoting impervious surfaces and conversion of forest and meadows to less pervious
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land cover. The overall plan may also involve the reduction of wetland or watercourse
buffer areas which serve to reduce adverse impacts to wetland functions and values from
adjacent development. By changing the land use coverage, the influence of wetlands in
moderating the effects of stormwater runoff including stabilizing soil to prevent erosion;
filtering suspended solids, nutrients, and harmful or toxic substances; moderating water
level fluctuations etc., will be compromised. It also hinders to provide essential habitat
for wetland-associated species for use in feeding, roosting, breeding and rearing of
young, and cover for safety, mobility, and thermal protection.

Section 3.1 Environment/Water Resources

8. The GDEIS notes that the most of Kent lies within the drinking water supply watershed
of the City of New York. It is imperative that water quality impacts from turbid
discharges and pollutant laden runoff be avoided or mitigated to the extent practicable.
